Teaching American History Grant

Thirteen American History teachers in Tyngsborough are participating in a seven-district collaboration that
was formed last spring to apply for a Teaching American History grant. Two cohorts have been formed and
over the next three years, one hundred teachers from the seven districts will explore US History through the
lives of leaders who have shaped our nation. The University of Massachusetts Lowell and a number of cultural
partners will provide teachers with intensive professional development including content modules, book
groups, summer institutes and field trips. Our fifth grade Social Studies teachers are in the second cohort and
will be involved from September, 2008-August, 2010.

Gifted & Talented Education

In late December, we received notification that we were one of several districts that received a small planning
grant from the Massachusetts Department of Education. During the next eight months, a team of K-8 educators
will participate in five full-days of training to learn about gifted/advanced learners and how to meet their
needs. The college level course entitled: A Look at Gifted/Advanced Learners will look at: “What is
giftedness,OHow do we meet the needs of gifted students,Oand CDevel oping policies, practices and provisions
for a gifted program” The team will also meet during the summer to develop a program for our
advanced/gifted learners in Tyngsborough. At the conclusion of this grant, we will be eligible to apply for
additional funding to continue the efforts of the team. Also, teams or teachers from Groton-Dunstable and
Tewksbury are participating in the training sessions.

I would like to thank Sheryl Myers, the District’s Grant Writer, who provided the information above. Also, I
am grateful that Sheryl continuously looks for new opportunities for the staff to participate in. I find both of
these initiatives very interesting and am looking forward to seeing their impact in the classroom.
