® (Celebrate! Look and find one area you are proud of. Praise your child for ther hard work and
dedication. Remind them tha hard work pays off and tha you are very proud.

* Don’t expect perfection. Nobody®pefect. It@ unredlistic and unfair to expect a child to always
be onthetop. Tha shouldn®stop you, however, from setting high expectations Encourage your
children to dother best, hdp them when needed, and praise them for thar hard work.

* Watch for downward slides. Pay attention to the papes and grades your child brings home
throughoutthe quater. Talk to them abouttrouble they may be having and get the teacher@ input
Don®wait until thenext report card arrives. This may betoo longof wait.

* Resist punishment. If your expectationsare not met, or your child® grades dip resist the urge to
deny activities such as musgc, sports, or hobbes. Children-and adults-need postive activities and
successesin ther lives.
